This 
legislation covers only property/casualty and auto insurance. 

This bill was spearheaded by the efforts of the Citizens Against Unfair Insurance 
Practices, a not-for-profit organization dedicated to protect citizens from the unfair 
claims settlement practices of insurance companies. It has passed the Assembly, but 
has been blocked from being voted on in the Senate. Opponents claim insurance 
premiums will rise for all residents if this legislation is passed.
